Additional questions to reflect on:

· Everything, including war, involves luck. How did luck affect you and your unit/group? How did you feel about that?
· It’s natural to be afraid when faced with death: How did you deal with the fear? What other emotions did you feel?

Note 1. Nationality Notes: People of many nations participated in D-Day — USA, Great Britain, Canada, France, Germany, Poland, Czechoslavakia, Yugoslavia, Mongolia, and more. Occupation Notes: (either military or civilian): When thinking about D-Day, most people immediately think about the Army rifleman (the average G.I. footsoldier). But many different personnel provided vital service in the campaign, including navy sailors, combat engineers, LCT coxswains, artists, photographers, chaplains, medics, doctors, paratroopers, radiomen, reconnaissance pilots, journalists, cooks, tankers, truck drivers, and more.

Note 2. Resolution: For example: If you are a German soldier, were you captured or are you manning the battlelines? If wounded, are you still at your post, or at an aide station, or somewhere else? Are you being ferried across the Channel for medical attention? If you are a French civilian and your home was destroyed, where are you spending the night? If you are a French resistance fighter, have you joined up with an Allied unit?
